Course Objectives

The purpose of this course is to introduce you to some of the areas of research in which members of the Waterloo Collaborative Program in Behavioural Neuroscience are active.  Generally, lectures will provide an overview of the particular research area, and will also include discussion of some of the recent work of the faculty member in question.

Grading

This course can be taken either for a grade or for credit.  The requirements are the same.  Before you decide what your choice will be, consult with your home department or Psychology Dept. division chair to make sure that you will be abiding by the rules set out as to how many courses may be taken for credit.  There will be a sign-up sheet that will be passed around the class pertaining to this in the first or second lecture week.

Your final grade in the course will be based on class participation (25%) as well as on a final exam (75%).  The exam will consist of a set of short questions or definitions (which will cover all of the seminars) and a smaller number of longer essay questions, and will involve some choice.  You will be given a list of essay questions prior to the exam.  A subset of these essay questions will then appear on the exam.  One stipulation will be that students must choose longer essay topics that do not pertain to their thesis research.  For example, a student working with Dr. Danckert on issues related to neglect would not be allowed to answer a long essay question pertaining to that topic. The date for the final examination will be decided later in the term, and will occur sometime during the final exam period.

For each of the topics presented, a list of readings available electronically will be emailed to you or they will be provided in a box in the photocopy room, PAS 4028, on the Friday of the week before the relevant lecture.  You can then make your own copy of the articles and/or get the articles electronically.  You will be expected to have read the pertinent articles before the week's lecture so that you can actively participate in discussion with the speaker and other students.
